Steve Morse has announced several new features of interest to Jewish genealogists
on his One-Step website, stevemorse.org. I

. 1. The Vital Records section now includes a One-Step search form for naturalization
records for several U.S. states available on footnote.com. Basic information from I
“these records is available free; access to the full record requires a subscription.

|2. The Holocaust and Eastern Europe section now includes a One-Step form for Jew- :
*ish surnames found in several reference books by Alexander Beider and Lars I

IMenk. The form tells which books contain the name entered, but not the full entries.

» 3. The Other Ports section has added New Orleans to the ports available in the One- I

4. The Calendar section now includes, in addition to the Jewish calendar converter,
converters for the French Revolutionary and Muslim calendars, useful for those with
an interest in records from the Napoleonic period or Sephardic records.

5. An Arabic transliterator has been added to the Foreign Language section, joining
transliterators for Hebrew, Cyrillic, and Greek alphabets.

6. Finally, and most intriguing, Steve and Alexander Beider have joined forces to
introduce a "phonetic name matching" utility as an alternative to the existing Soundex
methods of finding variant spellings of names. This utility determines the likely lan-
guage of the name, finds the pronunciation in that language, and displays results for
names with similar pronunciations. The number of false hits is thereby greatly re-
duced. The utility has been incorporated into the two new One-Step forms described
above, as well as the Dachau records One-Step form. A full description can be found
on the site.

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NEW WEBSITE

The LDS has an important new website called Family Search Labs that offers free
online access to indexed records as part of their plan to eventually place all their micro-
filmed records online. Available United States records include Philadelphia death cer-
tificates and marriage indexes, the 1900 US Census, the 1935 and 1945 Florida Cen-
sus, Michigan birth, marriage and death records, and death certificates from states in-
cluding Ohio, Texas Georgia and Washington. Most of these records are indexed and
the original records can be viewed, downloaded and printed. Many more records will
be available online soon and more in the coming months and years. It is currently in
testing mode but can be accessed here: http://search.labs.familysearch.org/
recordsearch/start.html#p=0 Because it is in testing mode it is not always available.
